e Savage cuts to housing benefit will threaten many social
tenancies and essential workers will be priced out of town.
They will be unable to afford to live locally and this will
threaten the stability of our mixed communities in Woking.

already five claimants chasing every job. One in five of those
aged 16 to 24 is out of work, creating a lost generation.

e The young are hit the hardest with cuts to Sure Start and to
teachers, the abolition of the Educational Maintenance
Allowance and the trebling of university fees.

e NHS waiting lists are rising 53,000 job cuts are announced
already and the NHS will be turned into a market place.

e The average family will be £400 a year worse off through
increased VAT and with inflation now at 4% and rising.

Labour did not cause the economic crisis — the credit crunch was
caused by the banks and has affected nearly every country in the
western world. Before the crash the UK under Labour had the
second lowest debt of all the G7 countries. Labour took the difficult
steps to prevent the banks crashing our economy and set Britain
back on the road to recovery.
